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HISTORY
It started in Atlanta, GA in 2004 with 40 cycle enthusiasts on a common mission--- fund research to find a reliable screening for ovarian cancer and honor the life of Debbie Green Flamm, daughter, sister, wife, mother, teacher and friend, who succumbed to the disease at age 43.  Now, we ride for every single person touched by this disease.  Since Ride to Change the Future™ was launched in 2004, the nonprofit has donated over $1 million dollars in hopes of finding an early detection test.  

Ovarian Cycle events continue to expand outside of Atlanta.  There are now events in Birmingham, Alabama, Dallas, TX, New York, New York, Tallahassee, Florida and Seattle, Washington.

The Ride to Change the Future™ and Ready? Set. Ride! ™ are indoor cycling training programs unique to Ovarian Cycle. These events are dedicated to raising funds to support ovarian cancer research. Participants must pay a registration fee and raise a minimum amount of money in donations.  Amounts vary and are set by the city hosting the ride.
The Ride to Change the Future™ consists of six weeks of training that culminates in the 6-hour virtual century ride. That’s 100 miles - virtual miles - as this is indoor cycling.  
Ready? Set. Ride! ™ can be an abbreviated version with a shorter training period and an event of 3 hours or less in duration;  OR an extended version of the Ride to Change the Future, ex: a 24-hour relay team event with no training period. 
FUNDING RESEARCH
To date, over $1,000,000 has been donated by Ovarian Cycle to the Ovarian Cancer Research Fund (OCRF), the Ovarian Cancer Institute (OCI), the Normal Livingston Ovarian Cancer Foundation (NLOCF), Florida Hospital and the Marsha Rivkin Foundation to support research efforts leading to a reliable and accurate screening test for ovarian cancer.
